· Activity: Sculpture Challenge and Competition

· Each group will receive a basket containing materials to create a 3-dimensional piece of art.  

·  Key Points and Requirements:
· 1. You must use each material in the basket but you don’t have to use the entire material EXCEPT for the two balls of clay.  Since clay is such a common sculpture material and I gave you a small quantity, you need to find a way to incorporate all of it into your piece.  

· 2.You NEED to add ONE alternative material of your choice.   You may use scissors and adhesives. 

· 3. Your sculpture must include all of the types of sculpture you read about: Relief, Molding, Carving, Casting(obviously you will do a revised version of this, make a generic mold by making imprints into your clay), Assembly and Kinetic

· Some recommendations for your materials:

· 
CLAY=molding, carving and/or casting, remember for molding you must begin with an 
armature 

· 
STYROFOAM=carving, relief, assembly

· 
WIRE= armature, assembly, kinetic

· 4. It must be representational: Your piece must represent a person, place, object, or animal.  This doesn’t mean it has to be realistic, it means that you must have an inspiration from real life for your work.  Please title your piece and  you will then present it to the class and explain the sculptures processes you used.
