DRAWING AND PAINTING

ZONE DRAWING

Objectives and Targets: 

In the ZONE! Students will create different zones of drawing media with techniques, styles with values, textures, proportional drawing, and design.

Students will learn how to properly show value with graphite, white colored pencil, pen and ink, and scratchboard. 

PROCEDURE and REQUIREMENTS

 Day 1: 

· Create value scales (0-10):  

1. Graphite

2. Pen/ink – hatching/cross hatching

3. Pen/ink – stippling/dots

4. White on black

5. Scratchboard

DAY 2:

· Sketch out the basic contour of the still life, filling in the composition on your drawing paper.  Create an interesting composition by:

1. Touching all sides of your paper with your drawing – enlarging the objects while drawing

2. Overlapping objects in your drawing or still life

3. Showing proportional differences

4. Showing areas of details and value changes/contrasts

5. Showing different textures

· Transfer your drawing to your final 12”x12” White illustration illustration board, attached to 15”x15” black board or construction paper.  If you want to talk about a different way to incorporate the black paper,  see me. 

· Break up the space of your drawing by measuring 2 inches from the outside of the board to the inside – you should end up with 4 sections – one for each type of drawing media and the attached section of scratchboard OR colored pencil.  You can use different zone sizes, but each zone needs to be of an equal amount.  

· Once you are on the illustration board, start adding all the shading and details in the appropriate sections. Make sure to look at your still life or photograph to create all the proper values and textures.
