Basic Art: Color Wheel

Objective: You will create a symmetrical radial design in a color wheel using acrylic paint. 

Materials: 

Paint

Pencil

Paper

Directions and Requirements:

1. Set your compass at 3 to create a six-inch circle on your paper.  Use a light H pencil so your lines do not show up on your painting. 

2. Divide your circle into SIX even pie pieces.  See demo. Trace three of the pie pieces onto tracing paper.  Begin to sketch different ideas for your symmetrical design on the tracing paper.  Try at SEVERAL ideas to find a good design. 

KEY POINT: Your pie piece should include at least SEVEN shapes within it.  Don’t make too many or make them too small or it will be hard to paint. 

Try to include lines that touch the sides or point of the pie shape as well as curvy lines.  After you decide on a pattern transfer it to each of the pie pieces on your final paper. See transfer demo.

3. PAINT:  

The SIX PIE pieces:  Red, Blue, Yellow, Orange, Green and Purple.  

 Within Each Pie Piece you should include the COLOR from the tube, 2 differentTints, 2 different Shades, 2 different Intermediate Colors

If your pie piece has more than 8 parts, you will need to mix more tints, shades and variations of intermediates or repeat some colors. 

To make an effective symmetrical design, place the colors in the same spot on each pie piece. 

Optional-Design Within a Design:  You have the choice to make a representational design inside of the radial balanced symmetrical wheel. 

Evaluation: 

1. You will be assessed on Composition, Creativity, Criteria, Conduct and Craftsmanship.

2. Your design and how well you followed the criteria and the demonstration

3. Your ability to mix the required colors. 

4. Neatness!
