AP Studio Art and Advanced Painting/Drawing

Oil Pastel Abstraction of Organic Forms

Objective: You will create a large close up of an abstracted organic form using blended oil pastels.  

Materials: 

Size: rectangular or square- between 11x17 and 15x15

Oil Pastels

Process and Requirements: 

1. Day 1-2: Complete technique work, blended sphere and three patterns with expressive line and blending.

2. Study the work of Georgia O’keefe.  Examine and identify the way in which she uses organic forms in her work.  Understand how she uses abstraction within this subject matter.  Identify and study her use of blended colors. 

3. Search the National Geographic magazines.  Find reference photos, examples of organic and natural imagery.  OR choose objects to create an organic still life or just one organic object.  Frame an area of the photo/s or object/s to enlarge and abstract in your composition. 

4. Construct your “painting” with oil pastels.  All areas must use overlapping with blended colors with areas ranging from light to dark. Your painting must also use expressive line and areas of burnishing(using white pastel to blend over your colors). 

5. Color: You will need to consider your color scheme.  You will have to know and explain what scheme you chose to work with in your piece.
