Cartooning Period 2: 

The Art of Comic Strips

Objective: You will act as a series comic strip writer and create two 5-8 panel comic strips.

Materials: 
9x12 White Paper

Pen

Color Pencil

Process and Requirements:

1. Character Development and Script:  First, invent two or more unique characters. Then you need to come up with a creative and funny scene to place the characters and write a script complete with frame description, dialogue and thumbnail sketches. You will need to turn in your script with your final comic.  
Key Points:

A. Location & Scene: It should be apparent where your comic is taking place. 

B. Consider wide angle, middle and close up shots for your frames. 

D. You must include Physical humor/Slapstick, and if you want you can include others as well.

REQUIREMENTS:

1. Frame Design:6-8 panels You can make your panels any shape, but they can’t be smaller than 2x2 inches.  Each comic should fit on 9x12 paper.
2. Physical Humor-Slapstick: Create a story that shows a story of physical humor, MINIMAL dialogue and words
3. Add values, textures and form to your images. Use hatching, cross-hatching and stippling techniques.
4. Edit:  Eliminate unnecessary frames and refine your final images. 

5. Final on Good Paper:  You can trace or redraw your sketch to the final paper.  Outline with black pen, show form, use color pencil to show form. Choose a light source. 
Evaluation:

1. The 5 C’s found on the self-evaluation form: Composition, Creativity, Craftsmanship, Criteria and Conduct

2. You will need to include your script along with an explanation on the type of humor and the transitions you used. 

3. Make sure you used shading and/or perspective to show some values and forms in your comic.
