Printmaking: Relief Printing

Linoleum Prints

Objective:

You will complete an edition of four linoleum prints that show several different textural cutting techniques, use of shape, your understanding of negative/positive space and demonstrate good composition skills. 

Materials:

6x8 Linoleum or multiple pieces of linoleum to create a trip tych or dip tych
white paper

Printing press

Turn In:

Your three best prints with proper numbers and signatures.

At least one print should be pulled using the Printing Press on good printing paper. If you have time and like the results from using the press you can do more with this method.

Color of your choice, but remember an edition should be the same color.

Process/Requirements:

Linolueum:

1. You will illustrate a story, poem, or song using one 6x8 linoleum block carving.


View the history of printmaking presentation to see how woodblock printing was used for illustration purposes. 

2. You must turn in the poem, a portion of the story or the lyrics with your prints.  It must be presented in a way to be displayed with your prints.  I recommend hand writing or typing and then mounting the words on construction paper.  If your inspiration contains any profanity do not include it with your project please!

3. Composition

a. Rule of Thirds: Use two vertical lines and two horizontal lines and place your focal point on the intersections.  This helps to avoid simply placing your subject matter right in the middle

b. Depth: Show foreground, middleground and background

c. View presentation with examples of good composition. 

4. Planning and Carving Your Design
 Texture, Pattern and Shape: 

b.  Use at least two-three different cutting techniques – thin, thick, directional, angled, wide etc.

c.  Use negative/positive space and shape to represent your design

Evaluation: 

1. The 5 C’s on the evaluation form.

2. Were you creative?  Is it successful at illustrating your story? Did you use the two rules of composition? 

3.  How successful were you at incorporating interesting texture, shape, space and line?

4. I will assess if you registered and numbered your prints properly. I will also evaluate the quality of your prints.
