STENCILS

Part 1: The Representational Image

Goal:  Represent a person, place, thing, or narrative in the art of a stencil.

Materials: 

Stencil Paper

Exacto Knife

Ink, Sponges

Process/Requirements and Skills/Techniques Used:

A.  Design a Representational Image using the art of stencil making. YOU NEED TO USE AT LEAST 2 DIFFERENT STENCILS AND 2 DIFFERENT COLORS IN YOUR DESIGN. CONSIDER THIS IS IN YOUR PRELIMINARY SKETCHES. 

Simplicity of Image - You will need to turn an idea into a simplistic image that can be made into a stencil. Think of basic shapes and space. 

B.  Connection Points and Bridges – In order for a stencil to work it must be a completely connected unit.  Each shape and line of your design must never be completely cut away or the stencil falls apart.   Your goal is to not use any tape to connect your stencil.

C. X-acto Knives – Always cut away from your skin.  Avoid too many circular edges, they can be very hard to cut.

D.  The Printing and Composition Choices:

You will need to consider color, space, and unity in the actual printing of your stencil. You can repeat the same image in the printing process. Make sure to use the fabric ink to make your shirt. 

TURN IN: 

One printed on paper.

One printed on an article of clothing. You must heat set your ink before washing the shirt, see class demo.
