AP Studio Art and Advanced Drawing/Painting

Target: You can creatively design a layout and then accurately paint a still life that features three objects.  
Materials: 

Acrylic Paint
Canvas or Paper
Process and Requirements: 

1. Your table will set up your own still life in a black box.  Your still life must include three objects with a variation in size and proportion. It must also a single light source. 
CONSIDER: Negative space in your composition. Consider the box and its corners/walls/shadows as part of the composition
2.  Step two: You will need to take some time to sketch the design. Please make sure you are using your five skills of drawing from life. During this sketching process you should consider what you are including in your painting. Also, begin to think about color schemes. 
3. The Under Painting-Blocking IN

First, paint an under painting. This means you will block in every shape and form on the canvas/paper.  You should use darker paint where there is darker shadows, but other than that you will do no serious detail during this step. 

COLORS: Always consider that sometimes the under painting does show through, show choose colors that will work with your color scheme. 
Evaluation:

As with all AP/Advanced assignments, quality is of the utmost importance.  

This assignment is a painting from life so I will be looking at your drawings as well as your final painting skill and technique. You will receive a more detailed rubric by Wed.
