Hands on Design

The Road Sign: Variation in Line and Space

Objective:

You will create a drawing that represent a road traffic sign using a large variety of line variation and positive/negative design techniques.

Process/Requirements:

1.  Select a road sign from the packet provided by the teacher. NO WORDS.

2.  Draw a very light grid on the square paper. On each piece of paper draw a grid, the grid can be as traditional or as unusual as you choose.*ex. Diagonal grid or curvy lines

3.  Lightly sketch your sign symbol on the paper.  You must decide how you will utilize positive and negative space to represent your design. 

4.  In each shape draw a variety of lines, designs to make the sign stand out.  

DESIGN AND PLAN HOW TO USE +/- SPACE IN A CREATIVE WAY. YOU WILL COPY THE SYMBOL IN THE SIGN BUT YOU WILL RE-DESIGN HOW THE WHITE AND BLACK SPACE IS USED AS WELL AS THE SHAPE AROUND THE SYMBOL.

YOU MUST USE AT LEAST TWO DIFFERENT MEDIA TO VARY THE LINE QUALITY.  THE ENTIRE RE-DESIGN WILL BE DONE WITH LINES.

Evaluation/Assessment:

1.  You will be evaluated on the 5 Cs found on the evaluation form in the front of the classroom.  You must fill out an evaluation form and turn it in attached to your assignment.

2.  I will assess your use of line variation, LINE QUALITY and positve/negative space. I will assess how well you composed your design to make the road sign while at the same how creative you were able to make it look.  Neatness and Quality are of course very important as well!
