Printmaking: The Trip Tych Stencil Project

Objective:  The goal of this piece is to use your knowledge of shape and negative/positive space to create a print.  There will also be an experimental portion to the project.

Process and Requirements:

1.  Newsprint: Create a basic design that can be shown in both the positive and negative space. See example.


2.  Cut the design out of a piece of stencil paper. You can use X-acto knives or scissors.  



Rule: Always cut away from your body and NEVER cut directly on the tables always use a piece of cardboard or cutting mat underneath your stencil paper. 

3.  Print!  You will print three different designs on paper of your choice.  

Follow these instructions carefully: See printing demo given by your instructor before you begin printing.

YOU MUST SWITCH the NEGATIVE SPACE around and USE POSITIVE/NEGATIVE COUNTERCHANGE on the 3 PRINTS. 

You can accomplish this in several ways: 

A. Print on top of the same image with the same stencil but use different colors. 

B. Print using both stencils, but layer creatively. 

4. Print on a different paper and then cut them out and collage into the trip tych.  

Evaluation: 

In order to receive 5’s in the assessment categories you need to:

1. Follow instructions.

2. Create an interesting image that uses neg/pos space and shape in an effective manner.

3.  Clean up your materials and work area.

4. Print the stencils neatly, do not turn in prints with smudges and messy fingerprints on them.
