VINYL RECORD CLOCKS

Objective/Goal:

You will be able to use your skills of rendering the human form and your drawing/painting skills to create a vinyl record clock.

Process/Requirements:

1. Choose a musician or band of your choosing.  Find a photo and begin sketching thumbnails to practice.  Decide what media you would like to use.  You may experiment with paint, collage, stencil or whatever you choose to experiment with.  Please see me if you have an alternative idea and need recommendations. 

2.  Gesso is a primer used to prepare a surface to paint on.  Put two coats of gesso on your record in the area you want to paint your images. You do not have to gesso the whole record. 
3.  Begin to sketch your image lightly on the gesso record area.  Choose a color scheme and begin an under painting or begin your alternative method of creating your image. 

4.  Add all details of the face and figure to show the variety of values in a portrait.  I have tracing paper available if you need to trace the values on the face to start your painting.

5.  The final piece is a clock.  Please consider the following items.


A.  Consider whether you want to add numbers.


B.  You also must consider what color you want the clock arms. 


C.  The center hole of the record is where the clock attaches.  Consider how 
this attachment and the arms will affect your design.

6.  Attach the arms and mechanism.  Use a piece of double-sided foam tape to attach the battery box in the back.  Also, make sure the hanging hook is facing up.

Evaluation/Process:

1.  You will be evaluated on the 5Cs found on the class rubric, specific rubric forthcoming. 

2.  I will look at how you interpreted the human figure.  

3.  Creativity and how you worked with a circle composition and how you used your chosen medium to represent your figure.
