Cartooning: Single Panel Comic 

Inspired by: Gary Larson’s The Far Side
Objective and Target: You will create a comic using a single box called a panel.  You can create a humorous, clever or peculiar interaction between a human and an animal.  

Materials: 

Paper

Pen

Color Pencil

Process and Requirements: 
1. Invent two or more original characters using simple flat 2-dimensional shapes. Your characters should not be copied from another artist’s work. Your characters do not have to show 3D form or shading.  
2. The Scene and The Interaction: The inspiration can be a conversation, a phrase that comes to mind, an ironic situation, a burst of anger at something or someone, or an absurd situation. You will have to create a single moment of interaction, but do NOT STRESS ABOUT it being FUNNY! Humor takes time to develop. Try NOT to rely on the internet for your idea. 
TAKE A CUE FROM GARY LARSON. HIS GOAL WAS OFTEN TO MAKE FUN OF THE HUMANS! HE USED ANIMAL CHARACTERS TO DO THIS. 
3. Final Drawing must include: 


A. Between 6x6 or 5x7. Measure and draw your box on a white piece of drawing paper. 


B.  At least two characters.  You can use any of the sketches you practiced in class. 

C. A location:  Your characters need to be placed in a specific location relevant to the 
situation or joke. IT MUST INCLUDE FOREGROUND, MIDDLEGROUND AND    
BACKGROUND. 

D. Outline your drawing with good black markers and erase your pencil lines.  Add some 
texture/patterning and color prisma pencils.  


E. Write the dialogue and/or caption below the final drawing.  You can also use dialogue 
bubbles in the 
cartoon if necessary to tell the joke. 

Evaluation: 

1. The categories found on your evaluation form: Composition, Criteria, Craftsmanship, Creativity and Conduct. 

2. Did you follow all of the above criteria?  

3. Keep in mind neatness and quality on final projects is always very important as I assess your work.
